Have you ever wondered what you should do when you are hiking with your dog and you find yourself shar-

ing the trail with trail-riders?  Most people automatically step off the trail, not thinking how they appear to 

the horse.  I did the same thing before I started riding trails on a regular basis.  Now I see this behavior from 

the eyes of the horse.  If the hiker steps off the trail and is behind a tree, bushes or a rock, they have become 

invisible to the horse.  Remember, horses are prey animals and when the horse knows you are there but canôt 

see you, you have become a predator. The horse is now thinking something is going to come out and get 

them.  Stepping off the trail is good but try to remain visible so the horse knows you are there and that there 

is nothing to fear.
