UNSIGNED OR INCOMPLETE ENTRIES cannot be accepted. Entries not on Official AKC

If,
because of riots, civil disturbances, fire, act of God, act of a public enemy, strikes, extreme
weather conditions (including, but not limited to, extreme heat, snow-storms or hurricanes)
or any other acts beyond the control of the management it is impossible to open or to
complete the Trial, no refund of entry fee will be made.
